In
every generation the Irish people have asserted their right to national freedom and
sovereignty : six times during the past three hundred years they have asserted it in
arms. Standing on that fundamental right and again asserting it in armsin the face
of the world, we hercby proclaim the Irish Republic as a Sovereign Independent State.

of its welfare, and of its exaltation among the nations. S
The Irish Republic is entitled to, and hereby claims, the allegiance of ever
Irishman and Irishwoman.
